Tips for coding

* Advanced illness and frailty must be documented in the medical record and
billed with the appropriate exclusion codes.

* Virtual care visits are acceptable when used to exclude a patient.

* Appropriate coding on different dates of service must be billed to meet
exclusion criteria:
— Advanced illness:

* Two outpatient visits with an advanced illness diagnosis during the
measurement year or the year prior

Or
* Adispensed dementia medication during the measurement year or the
year prior
— Frailty:
* Two indications of frailty during the measurement year

Note: Appropriate billing and coding can substantially reduce medical record
